There was also a workshop  called  "Celebrating Liberation" a program 

developed by CONPLEI in partnership with SAM, AMI,  ALEM and others 

where we had the participation of 22 indigenous groups. 

This program aims to show the problem that alcohol does in the life and 

health of those addicted and this which has been one of the major 

problems among indigenous communities. 

Other major activities had been the “Mini-CONPLEI” and the so called 

"Mission Awareness" conferences involving indigenous and national 

churches. These have been of great impact to challenge and to call the 

responsibilities of joining forces to reach the indigenous nations. 

CONPLEI has also impacted other countries in South America helping to start 

indigenous networks in five countries of high and lowland of the Amazon 

basin: Paraguay, Peru, Bolivia, Ecuador and Colombia (January 2011). 

 

We are grateful to everyone who prayed and had contributed for the 

success in these major movements. Undoubtedly, all had their collaboration in 

this journey. We want to also count
